League regulations version January 08.
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1.00 ORGANISATIONS AND FUNCTIONS
1.01 The league shall be organised by the South Antrim competition control committee, Cheannais na gComortaisi and refered to as CCC.
The Sth/Ant ccc shall be responsible for the co-ordination of the Sth/Ant championships in conjunction with the Sth/Ant executive.

1.02 The Sth/Ant ccc shall refer all reports involving breaches of the official guide or Sth/Ant Bye-laws to the Disciplinary Committee for appropriate action.

1.03 The Sth/Ant ccc shall have power to determine all matters relating to the management of all Sth/Ant leagues and to impose appropriate penalty for any breach of the regulation pertaining thereto.
1.04 The CCC shall have the power to rearrange to an alternative venue, including that of their opponents, a fixture for a club whose ground for whatever reason is unavailable.

1.05 The CCC shall arrange for the provision through the Sth/Ant Executive Committee of one perpetual trophy and 21 individual trophies for the winners of each league and any other competition as approved by Sth/Ant Committee. All perpetual trophies shall remain the property of Sth/Ant Committee, and must be returned by the 1st of April each year.

        Penalty for failure-£10 per trophy per week. Repair or replacement shall be the
      responsibility of the committee or club in possession of trophy.

1.06The CCC shall be responsible for the recommendation of match officials and shall arrange for payment through the Sth/Ant Executive Committee of £10 per game on receipt of a fully completed expenses sheet, and must correspond with match reports in possession.

1.07The CCC shall arrange that league tables be issued to clubs and published in the press on a regular basis
.

1.08The CCC shall be responsible for the grading of players for the hurling and football leagues prior to the commencement of the competition. The status of players shall be subject to on going review by the CCC and recommendations for amendments made to the Sth/Ant Committee.
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Grading:
The following number of players shall be graded:

Football set annually by Committee:

Hurling set annually by Committee:
Clubs who do not provide grading list[were applicable] two weeks before the commencement of the Sth/Ant leagues will forfeit the points for any games played.
1.09 A player shall not play in any of the leagues or championships or senior cups of a lower grade than his current grade status as determined by the league regulation 1.08

Penalties for Non-Compliance:

For players playing illegally. 3months suspension, Team: loss of match.

2.0  CONDITIONS OF ENTRY TO SOUTH ANTRIM LEAGUES

2.01 Entry shall in every case be subjected to the approval of South Antrim Committee.

2.01 (1) All applications for closed dates must be made before 31st January of each year and must be notified to South Antrim CCC chairman or secretary by email.  All matches must be played within 1 week of the original date.

2.02 Except in exceptional circumstances which shall be determined by South Antrim Committee, any club wishing to enter the league, shall have the appropriate resources (i.e. mentors)

2.02 (1) Team structures: All clubs entering juvenile teams must be able to register a minimum number of players at that age group.  The agreed number being 12, i.e. correct age at the 1st Jan, as per T.O.
2.03 A club wishing to enter the league MUST affiliate to the players injury insurance scheme.

2.04 Entry fees for all sections of the league shall be determined on a team basis and. set annually.

2.05 Any club that has been dismissed from any part of the previous year’s leagues as a result of failure to fulfil arranged fixtures and which wishes to complete in the following year’s league, must make a written application to South Antrim Committee and such application shall be accompanied by a guarantee fee, (set by CCC) together with the payment of entry fees and all outstanding fees and fines due in accordance with regulations. 

2.05 (1) offending team must play all fixtures in that grade away from home i.e. at their opponents ground for a probationary period set annually by CCC in accordance with South Antrim Committee
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2.06 Any club which withdraws, for whatever reason, from any part of the leagues before completing it’s arranged fixtures, and wish to complete in the following years league, must make a written application to South Antrim Committee and such application shall
 be accompanied by a guarantee fee and all outstanding fees and fines in accordance with Regulations, and 2.05 (1) shall apply.

2.07 A club shall supply a referee(s) as per Regulation 5.0.

3.0  FIXTURES

3.01 The scheduling of all leagues is the sole prerogative of the CCC.

3.01 (1) Notification by fixtures booklet (if applicable) or by email to club secretary. Note: Press are NOT to be taken as official notification.
3.02. All fixtures (and any subsequent approved amendments/rescheduling) shall be arranged only by the CCC and notified to the secretaries of the participating clubs by the secretary of that committee.

3.02 (1) Any fixture not fulfilled as scheduled WILL NOT be rearranged by the CCC.  Any arrangements between the clubs to rearrange such a fixture will not be acceptable to the committee unless by prior agreement between CCC and both clubs involved.
3.03 A team failing to fulfil fixtures as arranged or subsequently amended by the CCC shall be deemed to have failed to field and shall incur the following penalties:

a) The game together with the points shall be awarded to the opposing team.  The exception shall be when both teams are deemed to have failed to field.

b) The team will incur a penalty as per rule 9.0 (failure to field)
c) The team shall be liable to reasonable expenses incurred by their opponents.

3.04 part 2 shall apply.
d) The team shall be liable for any costs involving the Public Parks
3.04 Any Club failing to fulfil a fixture on two separate occasions in any one part of the leagues shall render that club liable to dismissal from South Antrim Leagues in addition to the fines referred to in Regulation 9.0 The points from the remaining games shall be awarded to the relevant team
.
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3.04 (1) Any team failing to fulfil the first scheduled fixture will stand suspended with immediate effect and must appear before CCC and rule 9.01 part C shall apply.
3.04 (2) Where the designated home team fails to field the visiting team is to be awarded travel expenses i.e. in the greater Belfast area £20.00 @ Hightown  or Mallusk @ £30.00 (expenses to apply to teams travelling in either direction) and 3.03 (d) shall apply.
3.05 Any club withdrawing, for whatever reason, from any section of the leagues before completing its arranged fixtures shall have each remaining fixture treated as failure to field in accordance with Regulation 9.0
3.06 All fixtures shall be completed by a cut-off date. This date set annually by Sth/Ant Committee. The Beringer cup being the exception.
3.07 A team failing to fulfil a play- off games as scheduled by the CCC shall be dismissed from the competition and penalties imposed
3.08 Clubs shall NOT be required to fulfil a league fixture 3 clear days prior to a championship fixture in the same discipline.

3.09 On the day of a fixture only the referee shall have the authority to declare the pitch unplayable. The CCC where necessary, shall make arrangements for a pitch to be inspected by another referee as required. 

3.10 The fine for failure to furnish a team sheet as per by-law shall be £10.00.

4.0

POSTPONEMENT OF GAMES

4.01 League games fixed by the CCC shall not be postponed or re-fixed except in the following circumstances as set out in Regulations 4.02 and 4.03 and then only at the discretion of the chairman of the CCC following a request from the secretary of the club seeking the change.
4.02 A match may be postponed upon the death of a club officer, committee member or active member.

4.03 The time limit for fixtures being postponed because of inter-county commitments is 6 days including the day of the county fixture.  Under age inter-county games are excluded.
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4.04 No league game shall be postponed due to club members being involved in other grades or codes of competition.

5.0 REFEREE’S

5.01 Each club participating in the league has provided referee(s) approved by the Referee’s Committee and available to take charge of games when appointed..

5.02 The Referee’s Committee shall draw up a list of acceptable referee’s which shall be known as the ‘Referee’s Panel’.  Where a club fails to provide a referee(s) acceptable to the Referee’s Committee, that club shall receive no further home games in the relevant league competition, until a suitable referee is provided. 

5.03 The club of any referee failing to attend an arranged fixture without reasonable cause will be fined. (The fine to be set annually by South Antrim Committee)

5.04 In the event of the officially appointed referee failing to attend an arranged fixture (for whatever reason), the participating clubs shall proceed as follows:
A) If a neutral member of the referee’s panel for that code is present and available to take charge of the match, then the clubs must agree to that referee acting as the appointed referee.

B) If a neutral referee is not present and if both clubs have a member ( or members) of that referee’s panel present for that code, then that club shall have to choice of the referee and that referee shall act as the appointed referee. 

C) If the neutral is not present and one club has a member (or members) of the referees panel present, then that club shall have choice of referee’s and that referee shall act as the appointed referee.

D) If the neutral referee is not present and if neither club has a member of the referee’s panel present then the club must toss a coin for the choice of referee and the person nominated by the team winning the toss shall act as the appointed referee.

Penalty: If one or both clubs fail to follow the procedure, then that club or clubs shall be held to have failed to fulfil the fixture as per Regulation.

5.05 All matches shall commence at the time arranged as specified. It is incumbent on referees to report correctly the times of commencement of all matches.

5.05 (1) The fine for late fielding is £20.00

5.05 (2) Failure to field shall be determined as 30 minutes following the scheduled time.
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5.05(2) continued:

Penalty: As per Rial T.O 2007 114d(i)

5.06 List of players shall be given to the referee in accordance with Rial T.O 2007 114c i. Penalty for breach £10.00 fine.

5.07 Juvenile team sheet must carry D.O.B and have players name in both Irish version and English version.  Failure to comply £10.00

5.07(1) All senior team sheets must be in Irish version. .  Failure to comply £10.00.

6.0 LEAGUE STRUCTURES
6.01 As determined annually by South Antrim Committee.

7.0 PROMOTION AND RELEGATION (if applicable)

7.01 Promoting and relegation shall be determined on a one up, one down basis. 

8.0 FIXTURES AND RESULTS

8.01 No games shall be postponed unless permission is granted by the CCC chairman. On the day of the fixture the referee can decide that the match should be cancelled due to the pitch being unplayable.
8.02 No re-arrangement of times or venues shall be permitted after the Monday prior to each round of the league and then only in consultation and approval of the CCC chairman.

8.03 All games fixed by the CCC must be played before a cut off date.  This date to be recommended by the CCC at it’s first meeting each year and approved by South Antrim Committee.  Position in the league table at that date, will be final league placing, irrespective of the number of matches played.

8.04 It is the responsibility of the secretary of the home club to ensure that results are forwarded to the results service within 4 hours of completion of fixture. 

9.0 FAILURES TO FIELD

9.01 Category A (1) Failure to field in South Antrim championship at all grades – penalty £100.00 fine and no home venue the following year. This in addition to penalties as imposed by Treorai Oifigiuil.
        Category A (2) Failure to field in senior cups- penalty £100.00 fine and no home venue the following year.
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Failures continued
Category B(1) Failure to field in league play-off matches or matches to determine final league positions, or second failure to field in the league (U12-U18 in both codes)- penalty £60.00 fine and rules 3.02 and 3.03 to apply.
Category B(2) Senior Failure to field - £80.00 fine and rules 3.02 and 3.03 to apply.
Category C. Failure to field in first league match of the season.

Penalty: Senior-£60 fine and the next 2 matches in that code to be played away from home and 3.04(1) to apply.

Penalty: Juvenile- U12,U14,U16 £30 fine, and next 2 matches away from home.(in that code). 3.04(1) to apply.
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Category C. continued.

Penalty: Minor-£60 fine and next 2 matches away from home, 3.04(1) to apply.

Category D. Failure to field league:

Penalty: Senior £50 fine both codes.

Penalty: U12,U14,& U16 £30 fine both codes.

Penalty: Minor £40 fine both codes.

Club: Objections & counter objections in accordance with Riall 151 TO, shall be to the Sth.Ant comm. Or Sth.Ant executive acting on behalf of Sth.Ant comm. And per by-law 8(c)
Regulations for Champions and Senior cups.

1.01//The championship draw shall be made at a full meeting of Sth/Antrim Committee

The format to be determined annually by Sth/Antrim Committee
1.02/Senior cups:

The format to be determined annually.

Venues:2.0
2.01/Up to and including quarter final stages the first drawn team will have home advantage.
2.01(A)Providing the venue meets the requirements for staging of the game in relation to playing and administration of the fixture: ie nets, pitch clearly marked and pitch flags in place.

2.01(B)Venue deemed not to be of the required standard by the CCC then the CCC will decide upon the venue of the game.
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2.01(3) In the event of a team not having a pitch of their own, and no public pitch or other pitch is available, then that team must play the arranged fixture at their opponent’s ground if they have a pitch available.

Dates: 3.0

3.01 The dates for all finals to be presented to Sth/Antrim Committee for approval, once approved, dates will not be changed.
3.01(A) Approved dates to be forwarded to Co Secretary to facilitate the availability of Casement Pk.

EXRTRA TIME:
Extra time will be played in all games, duration 10min each way.
Replays will be played at the first date available, as set by CCC.

The financial penalty for failure to field in a championship game £100. This in addition to penalties as imposed by Treorai Oifigiuil. 9.01 to apply.
Pitch side:

A maximum of three team officials plus one medical attendant are permitted on the sidelines. Clubs to provide bibs for team officials`, for the medical attendant and for the hurley carriers (2) and must be worn during the course of the game.

In Casement Pk all players and officials must fully co-operate with match day stewards.
Sponsors:

The relevant  Sth/Antrim sponsors must be afforded every facility in regard to displaying promotional and advertising material as necessary at any ground used for championship fixtures.
