Rialacha Feile na nGael
(1) Feile na nGael is for 15-a-side teams, comprising players who are under 14 years of age on 1st January in the year of Feile.  Participants in the Feile Skillstar Competition are also subject to the same age limitation.

(2) A panel shall be confined to a maximum of 24 players and 3 team mentors.

(3) Each competing team must register on the official registration form, which includes each player’s signature, with the Runai of the Coiste Áitiula Feile na nGael, at least one month prior to the weekend of the competition.  The Registration form must be signed by the Club Runai and the Runai of Coiste na nOg and Chontae.  Other forms to be downloaded from the website www.feilenagael.com, must be supplied at the same time.  Any alteration to the original registration must be notified to the Coiste Áitiula Feile na nGael prior to the first game of the weekend.  This will be done through the local Feile Official at the host club venue.  Thereafter, no alteration will be accepted.
(4) Each Team is required to bring the Birth Certificates of its 24 players.  These may be requested for inspection during the National Competition.  Failure to produce the Birth Certificate, on request, will result in the exclusion of that player for the remainder of the competition.  A player may be required by a Feile Official to give his/her signature and date of birth at any time during the Feile.

(5) Visiting teams and their mentors must stay with the host club for as long as they remain in the competition.  Players must retain the number on his/her jersey as per the official registration form i.e. if a player is No. 10 on the registration form, he/she may only wear the No. 10 jersey in all games and during the parade.

(6) Games will be played on a full size pitch.

(7) All games will be played on a 15-a-side basis over 20 minutes per half.  In groups where a quarter-final is involved, the preliminary games and the quarter-final will be of 15 minutes per half.  An interval of 5 minutes will be allowed.

(8) Five substitutions are allowed, but only during a stoppage in play and with the permission of the referee.

(9) Boys’ games will be played under the full rules of Hurling and girls’ games under the full rules of Camogie.

(10)The initial stages of the competition will be played on a league basis.  In league competition, two points will be awarded for a win and one point for a draw.  The top team in each section will qualify for the semi finals, quarter final, where appropriate.  Should two teams finish level on points; the winner of the original game between those two teams will progress.  If that game ended in a draw, or if more than two teams ended level on points, the team with the highest total score after the three league games will go forward to the semi finals.  If two or more teams are still level, the team with the lowest total score against them after the three leagues games will go through to the semi finals or quarter finals, where appropriate.
(11)In the event of a draw at the semi-final or quarter-final stage of the competition, ten minutes extra time (2x5) will be played.  If a draw still results, four nominated players from each side will alternatively take one 45m free each time.  The team with the most points will progress.  If a draw still results, 45m frees will continue to be taken by different players on a sudden death system i.e. when one player fails to score a point and his opponent succeeds, the successful players’ team progresses.  In the event of a draw in a final, ten minutes extra time (2x5) will be played.  If a team are still deadlocked thereafter, the trophy will be shared.  A toss of a coin will determine which side will receive the trophy for the first six months.

(12)All teams shall wear the official club colours.  If there is a clash of colours, the host team will change.  If both teams are visiting, both teams will change.  Alternative sets of jersey’s will be provided by Coiste Áitiula Feile na nGael.  Bicycle shorts may not be worn by any player.

(13)Team mentors are not allowed to encroach on to the field of play without the permission of the referee.

(14)All teams taking part in Feile na nGael must take part, with their full panel of players in the parade.  Failure to do so will result in expulsion from the competition if still involved and, if not; the club shall be debarred from participation in the next Feile na nGael/Feile Peile na nOg for which the club qualifies.

(15)Any team participating in Feile na nGael that has been proven to have been illegally constituted, shall be debarred from participation in Feile na nGael/Feile Peile na nOg for a period of five years.
(16)All hurling and camogie disciplinary matters will be dealt with by a committee, comprising of two members (minimum) of the Coiste Stiurtha Náisiunta and the Cathaoirleach of An Cosite Feile Áitiula.  Clubs/individuals will have the right of an appeal to a committee, comprising a minimum of two people, appointed by Coiste Riarachani na gCluichi, Pairc an Chrocaigh.  For handball disciplinary matters, see under the handball heading.
(17)An Coiste Stiurtha Naisiunta Feile na nGael reserves the right to impose sanctions, including explusion from the competition, of team/clubs that fail to comply with the rules of Feile na nGael.
